Immediately following the conclusion of the Law Day program, tours of the Douglas Service
Center will be led by County staff and volunteers highlighting the services provided by County
from the facility. The County has been sponsoring food drives around the County to help the
less fortunate.

The Douglas Service Center is the perfect community venue to celebrate the Law Day as it is
rightly an enduring symbol of community pride. The building entered community service in
1903 as the Phelps Dodge Mercantile Store. This facility closed in 1988 and served briefly as a
business incubator. After that venture closed the building fell into disuse being used occasionally
for special events. Recognizing the huge community significance of this building the City and
County joined together to bring this facility back in use. This beautiful facility was rededicated in
2012 and now houses several governmental offices.

About Law Day

Law Day is an annual event, which was originally conceived in 1957 when American Bar
Association President Charles Rhynes envisioned a special national day to mark our commitment
to the rule of law. The following year, President Dwight D. Eisenhower established the first Law
Day. Law Day was made official in 1961 when Congress issued a joint resolution designating
May 1 as the official date for celebrating Law Day.
