ANNOUNCES UPCOMING RUN-OFF ELECTION

FOR THE OFFICE OF MAYOR

City of Douglas City Clerk, Brenda Aguilar, announced today the upcoming Run-Off Mail Ballot Election for the Office of Mayor.  Since no candidate received the majority of the votes cast at large in the March 8, 2016 Primary Election, the City Charter requires the two candidates who received the highest number of votes to compete in a Run-Off Election.  
The Run-Off Election is set for Tuesday, May 17, 2016, between candidates LUIS GREER and ROBERT URIBE.  Eligible voters who are not registered to vote have until Monday, April 18, 2016, to register in order to vote in the Run-Off Election.  
The Cochise County Recorder’s Office will mail ballots to active registered voters on Wednesday, April 20, 2016.  In order for the ballot to be received by the Cochise County Recorder’s Office by Election Day, the U.S. Postal Service recommends a mailing date of no later than Thursday, May 12, 2016.  If the deadline is not met or for voter convenience on any date after April 20th, ballots may be dropped off at the City Clerk’s Office located at City Hall, 425 10th Street, during regular business hours, Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m.  
On Election Day only, City Hall will be open from 6:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., replacement ballots will be issued if the ballot is lost, spoiled, destroyed or not received, in addition replacement ballots will be issued if you had a change of name or a change of address within the City of Douglas or if the ballot was returned as undeliverable.
