The purpose of the discussionwas to air
the particulars of the litigation so that individual member counties could havethe.information
necessary to determine their participation as individually listed plaintiffs. AmBlair Dunn had
informed Howard that even if his office did not get the commitment from 10 plaintiffs to cover
their estimated $25,000.00 cost they would proceed with no further costs toithe parties who have
already agreed to sign on.
