We had quite the end of
month activities. Two back to
back searches. The first one
occurred around 0100 hours
on 12.28.14. Sierra Vista Pa-
trol asked for assistance in
looking for a subject , who
walked away from a traffic
accident. Apparently the sub-
ject was not injured due to
extreme intoxication. The
subject was also involved in a
domestic violence incident
earlier in the evening and was
subsequently arrested for
both. Yvonne was one of the
first SAR personnel on scene
and we claim she located the
subject. Way to go, and thank
you, this could have been a

very long and cold night.

The second SAR activation
came on 12.29.14, just around
dinner time. The initial call
placed the couple in the area of
Copper Canyon. They went for
a hike around 1500 hours,
when the female lost sight of
the male hiking partner, who
had climbed up a steep ravine.
The responding deputy made
contact with the female and we
learned they were not on the
south side, rather than the east
side of Montezuma, like in the
area of the State of Texas
Mine. On the initial call the
female did not give any clothing
description of the subject, be-
ing totally hysteric. While get-
ting the information, and also
trying to get air support, Eric
came across a subject walking

on Montezuma Pass Road and
stopped. He inquired, and the
subject was indeed the person
we were looking for. Way to
go Eric. This again proofs to
never take it for granted a
subject walking on the road
might just be a resident going

for a walk.

This also could have been a
very cold an long night for a

search.
